-will begin in fall at the school or local level to
identify one student winner to represent their
school at the regional or state finals.

Each winner at the state level will receive:
« A $200 cash prize

« A $500 cash stipend for their representing
school or organization to purchase poetry
materials

« An opportunity to compete for the title of
National Champion in Washington, DC
